Beware of rent control repeal on June ballot!

The bad news is that there#s a 
rent control repeal measure on 
the ballot this June, but the 
good news is there#s an 
alternative measure as well. 
Prop. 98, a proposition that 
purports to be about eminent 
domain reform, actually repeals 
rent control throughout the 
state of California. It was put 

on the ballot by the Howard 
Jarvis Tax Foundation, the same 
folks who gave us Prop. 13. 
Their intent, they say, is to 
reform eminent domain, the 
process by which the 
government takes away private 
property for projects such as 
roads or bridges. While
